Chiltern Open Air Museum will be holding its second Best of British Event to celebrate St. George’s Day in April 2011 and you are invited to take a stall if you produce a British product. Preference will be given to local handmade craft and food producers.  
Chiltern Open Air Museum is a collection of over 30 historic houses and buildings which have been re-erected in 45 acres of natural park, meadow and woods. Historic buildings range from an Iron Age reconstructed house to a 1940s Prefab and the collections also include traditional barns, cottages, industries and a tin chapel or mission room. For this event we will be allocating exhibitors space in selected historic buildings suitable for such use around the site. These buildings provide a wonderful atmospheric backdrop for craft exhibitions. 
Please note that as the buildings are all rescued historic buildings, we would ask exhibitors to respect this environment when exhibiting over the weekend. The Museum requests that all displays and stands are free standing and that nothing is fixed to the fabric of the building.     

Stall costs £20 a day or £10 half pitch, for extra small table or free standing rack.  

Tables and chairs will be provided.  

Tea and coffee will be available for stall holders from the staff room and the Wood End Café sells snacks and light lunches from 11.00 am to 4.00 pm.
Set up for this event will be from 8 am – 9. 45 am on the days you attend and your vehicle must be back in the Museum car park by 10 am at the latest, when the Museum will be opening to the public.  At the end of the event, the Museum will only allow cars back onto site after 5 pm when the visitors have left the site.
